4. Request for Qualifications for Strategic Communications and Consultation Services 
Ketchum Special Projects Manager Lisa Enourato submitted a draft RFQ to the URA Board. The $5,000 figure is an 
educated guess. The URA is hoping to encourage more communication with the public, starting with the Annual 
Report. Since the URA is all volunteer, it would be helpful to have a PR-type person familiar with the URA to keep 
the website updated and step in when a press release, communication or outreach is needed. 

5. Consideration of a request by the Ore Wagon Exhibit Subcommittee for $2,900 to refresh the interpretive 
signage at the Ore Wagon Museum 

Norma Douglas said the Ore Wagon Museum display signs were done in 1984 and expected to last a few years. The 
Museum and signs are in overall poor shape, but the focus right now is on interior and exterior signs, which are 
stained, water damaged, and discolored.  

The Ore Wagon Museum should be something Ketchum is proud of. Douglas and local artist Evelyn Phillips, who 
did the original Ore Wagon signs, can laminate signs that will last a long time. The Ketchum Historical Society will 
support outside signage. The Wood River Garden Club will plant and maintain plantings around the foundation at no 
cost to the city.  

Commissioner Randy Hall moved to approve the request by the Ore Wagon Exhibit Subcommittee for $2,900 
to redo the interpretive signage at the Ore Wagon Museum. Motion seconded by Commissioner Michael 
David, and passed unanimously.
