b) Swearing in of Volunteer Firefighters.  
 
Mayor Nina Jonas will swear in 5 Volunteer Firefighters. Fire Chief Mike Elle 
has provided a staff report for council review. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: Staff respectfully recommends the Mayor swear in 
these individuals to our firefighting family and that the City Council appreciate 
the commitment that they and all emergency services providers make 
towards keeping our city safe.

4. PUBLIC HEARINGS. 
 

a) Ordinance No. 1117, Re. Proposed Text Amendments to the Ketchum Zoning 
Code Title 17, Community Core District, Chapter 17.64010 (C) Exceptions, 
and (H) Maximum Floor Area Ration– Joyce Allgaier, Director of Planning & 
Building. 
  
The Planning and Zoning Commission, a Code Work Group, and Staff have 
been working together to evaluate and propose changes to two sections of 
code regarding the Commercial Core District. The current code poses specific 
impediments to the kind of development the Ketchum Comprehensive Plan, 
Downtown Master Plan and the zoning code itself anticipates. The proposed 
changes would remove impediments and clarify the incentives regarding 
increased floor area ratios and community housing. Joyce Allgaier, Director of 
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Planning and Building has provided a detailed staff report and the Ordinance 
in the packet for Council review. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: Staff respectfully recommends the City Council 
conduct a first reading of the proposed text changes amending Ketchum 
Municipal Code, Title 17, Community Core District, Chapter 17.4.010 (C) 
Exceptions, and (H), Maximum Floor Area Ration. The Council has the option 
of waiving the second and third readings, to continue the hearing to a date 
certain for a second reading or for further discussion or to deny the text 
amendments. Staff would recommend June 2nd for a second reading. 
 
RECOMMENDED MOTION: “I move to approve the first reading of 
Ordinance Number 1117 Amending Title 17, Chapter 17.64.010, 
Community Core District, (C) Exceptions, amending language to allow 
for exceptions to be allowed by the Planning and Zoning Commission in 
the design regulations, and (H) Floor Area Ration amending language 
pertaining to allowable floor area ratios as it relates to the Community 
Housing Incentive, and schedule a second reading for June 2, 2014.”

A.W.E. LLC is requesting a Right-of-Way Encroachment Agreement to permit 
continued encroachment of an existing garage attached lean-to shed and 
fence at 460 First Street East.

Over the last year the Idaho Conservation League has been working with a 
coalition of partners in an effort to have the Boulder-White Clouds preserved 
as a nation monument. The Idaho Conservation League is requesting the City 
Council consider a resolution in support of the national monument.  At the 
May 5, 2014 Council Meeting Dani Mazzotta provided the council information 
regarding the project and City Attorney Stephanie Bonney provided a draft 



resolution. The finalized resolution has been included in the packet for 
Council Review. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: Staff respectfully recommends the Council adopt 
Resolution 14-012 supporting the designation of the Boulder-White Clouds as 
a national monument. 
 
RECOMMENDED MOTION: “I move adopt Resolution 14-012 expressing 
to the President and People of the United States, qualified support of 
designation of that region of central Idaho known generally as the 
Boulder-White Clouds and containing areas of significant scientific, 
historical and cultural value, as a national monument.” 

 
b) Resolution 14-013: Authorizing payment of certain recurring invoices –

Ordinance 1116 restricts the use of exotic and non-domesticated animals in 
traveling circuses and exhibitions by amending the Ketchum Municipal Code.

Attorney has provided the ordinance in the packet for council review. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: Staff respectfully recommends the Council approve 
the third reading and adopt Ordinance 1116.

Introduction/History: 
Each year the Mayor and City Council hold a workshop in March to discuss and 
consider the Objectives that should be the focus of the budget for the coming year. 
 
Current Report: 
The City held its annual budget objectives setting workshop on Monday, March 31, 
2014.  After listening to presentations from the respective department heads and the 
Planning and Zoning Commission, it discussed the major objectives of each 
Councilmember and the Mayor.  Through a consensus process, the Mayor and City 
Council arrived at the attached draft Objectives to guide the preparation of the 
upcoming Fiscal Year 2014-15 budget.    
 
The public was invited to comment on these draft Objectives at the regular Council 
meeting on April 21st.  At that meeting the Mayor and City Council stated that they were 
interested in two changes to the draft budget Objectives.  The first proposed change is 
to Objective # 4, so that it includes the words “wildlife habitat”.  The second change to 
the Objectives is to # 8, to include the wording at the end “, to attract and retain newer 
and younger generations”.  The public is invited to comment on these draft budget 
objectives again at the May 19th meeting. Once that input is received by the Mayor and 
City Council, they will determine which Objectives to adopt at its regular meeting on 
June 2nd.  These will then be incorporated into the draft budget which the City 
Administrator will submit to the Mayor no later than June 27th and then forward to full 
Council no later than July 2nd.  Thereafter, there are budget workshops planned, if 
needed on July 9th, 10th, and 16th.   
 
Financial Requirement/Impact: 
There are known fiscal impacts known at this time. 
 
Recommendation: 
I respectfully recommend that the Mayor and City Council invite the public to comment 
on the draft Fiscal Year 2014-15 Objectives at their regularly scheduled meeting on May

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RESOLUTION NUMBER 14-012 
 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF KETCHUM, BLAINE 
COUNTY, IDAHO,EXPRESSING TO THE PRESIDENT AND  PEOPLE  OF THE 
UNITED  STATES, ITS QUALIFIED SUPPORT  OF DESIGNATION OF THAT  
REGION OF CENTRAL IDAHO  KNOWN  GENERALLY  AS THE BOULDER-
WHITE  CLOUDS AND CONTAINING  AREAS  OF SIGNIFICANT  SCIENTIFIC,  
HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL VALUE, AS A NATIONAL MONUMENT UNDER 
THE AUTHORITY CONFERRED  UPON THE PRESIDENT  BY THE  CONGRESS  
OF THE UNITED STATES IN THE AMERICAN  ANTIQUITIES ACT  OF 1906. 
 
 WHEREAS, the American Antiquities Act of 1906 (16 USC 431-433), Section 2, 
states in part: "That the President of the United States is hereby authorized, in his 
discretion, to declare by public proclamation historic landmarks, historic and prehistoric 
structures, and other objects of historic or scientific interest that are situated upon the 
lands owned or controlled by the Government of the United States to be national 
monuments, and may reserve as a part thereof parcels of land, the limits of which in all 
cases shall be confined to the smallest area compatible with proper care and management 
of the objects to be protected...."; and  
 

WHEREAS, the late Bethine Church wrote just before her passing: "Monument 
designation would bring a sense of completion to an effort started in 1972, when my 
husband, U.S. Senator Frank Church, achieved passage of legislation creating the 
Sawtooth National Recreation Area and Wilderness Area....  

"...the passing years have demonstrated that additional steps should be taken to 
address issues and problems unforeseen when the Sawtooth was established.... The 
Sawtooths, Boulder-White Clouds and East Fork Salmon River country contain some of 
Idaho's best remaining salmon, steelhead and bull trout habitat, all species that have been 
listed under the Endangered Species Act since the Sawtooth NRA was established. One 
of the best hopes we have of recovering these Idaho natives is proactive, comprehensive 
stewardship of these mountain watersheds. And national monument designation is the 
most promising avenue to achieve that"; and  
 
 WHEREAS, protecting the Boulder and White Cloud watersheds would include 
protection of the headwaters of four river systems and will help sustain a key irrigation 
source for farmers and a key water supply for many towns and cities, and will help ensure 
that people and wildlife can use the rivers for years to come in Idaho; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Boulder-White Clouds region encompasses diverse topography in 
large contiguous blocks providing a range of summer and winter critical habitat and 
migration corridors for: mammals such as the mountain goat, bighorn sheep, elk, mule deer, 
moose, pronghorn antelope, wolverine, fisher, pine marten, pygmy rabbit, gray wolf, black 
bear, mountain lion and Canada lynx; birds such as sage grouse, Brewer's sparrow, goshawk, 
flammulated owl, great gray owl, boreal owl, three-toed woodpecker, pileated woodpecker, 
loon, Clark's nutcracker and numerous other migratory birds; and, plants such as white bark 
pine (including the oldest specimen in the U.S.), White Cloud milkvetch, Nuttall’s 
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leptosiphon, northern sagewort and slender moonwort. Some of these plant and animal 
species are unique and endemic. Some are candidates or have been listed as Endangered, 
Threatened or Rare, since the Sawtooth NRA was established; and 
 
 WHEREAS, relics of numerous historical mining towns and sites exist in the 
Boulder and White Cloud landscape and by adding protection would preserve the 
physical history that is pinnacle to formation of present day towns and communities 
surrounding this area; and 
 
 WHEREAS, efforts to protect the wilderness features of the Boulder-White 
Clouds have been ongoing for over 40 years; and, the most recent, intense efforts aimed 
at protecting this region began in 1999, culminating in drafting of the Central Idaho 
Economic and Recreation Development Act (CIEDRA), which was introduced first by 
U.S. Representative Mike Simpson in the fall of 2004 in the 108th Congress and in seven 
other iterations subsequently in the 109th, 110th, 111th, 112th and 113th Congresses; and 
 
 WHEREAS, CIEDRA resulted from the long, sometimes arduous collaboration 
of a diverse and engaged cross-section of stakeholders including conservationists, 
sportsmen and women, outfitters and guides, ranchers, farmers, water users, hikers, 
climbers, mountain bikers, motorized off-road vehicle riders, horse riders, snowmobile 
riders, the communities of both Custer and Blaine Counties, the Bureau of Land 
Management and the Forest Service; and 
 
 WHEREAS, CIEDRA identified and located in sub-regions the most valuable 
wilderness characteristics to be protected, the most important non-motorized and 
motorized travel routes to be kept open and accessible for recreation and stipulated or 
qualified the hunting and fishing, livestock grazing, water use, timber and mineral 
extraction and other commercial activities within the proposed Wilderness Area to be 
consistent with Idaho law and the preservation and enhancement of those wilderness 
characteristics. As a legislative action, it also designated certain public lands as 
appropriate for transfer to local communities for economic development purposes; and  
  
 WHEREAS, in an effort to build widespread community support for creation of 
the Boulder-White Clouds National Monument, there have been and should continue to 
be public meetings and discussions among stakeholder groups to identify and address 
land management concerns and develop the broadest possible agreement for the long-
term protection of the Boulder-White Clouds; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council for the City of Ketchum finds the primary purpose 
of creating the Boulder-White Clouds National Monument is lasting environmental 
protection of the outstanding wilderness characteristics and values of this extraordinary 
area.  Recreational uses also constitute important secondary benefits; however, they 
should be carefully balanced and managed in ways that do not conflict with the primary 
purpose of scientific and ecological protection; and   
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 WHEREAS, a recent study commissioned by the Idaho Outdoor Business 
Council suggests that economic benefit would result from the creation of a national 
monument due to tourism, recreation and visitor spending, including in disadvantaged 
rural communities; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Blaine County Board of Commissioners endorses in general the 
map of the proposed National Monument--encompassing some 570,000 acres, including 
approximately 40% of the existing SNRA--developed in Fall 2013. Key features of this 
area include: Boulder-White Clouds Inventoried Roadless Area, Railroad Ridge IRA, 
Boulder Creek Wilderness Study Area, Jerry Peak West WSA, Jerry Peak WSA, Corral-
Horse Basin WSA and over 100 mountain peaks reaching above 10,000 feet elevation. 
The monument would extend from the Boulder Mountain Front in the south, north along 
the East Fork Salmon to its mouth on the Salmon River; from 4th of July Creek in the 
heart of the SNRA in the west, east past Castle Peak to the North Fork Big Lost and Jerry 
Peak; and 
  
 WHEREAS, harm to these lands and waters would damage our region's economy 
and culture, with demoralizing consequences for generations to come; and 
 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council for the City of 
Ketchum to commend to the President of the United States, declaration by public 
Proclamation of the above described region as the Boulder-White Clouds National 
Monument for the purpose of protecting in perpetuity its exceptional scientific, cultural 
and historical values; above all, its wilderness qualities; and, 

  
FURTHERMORE, that this Proclamation, while likely recognizing the new 

National Monument as the dominant reservation, should not revoke any existing 
withdrawal, reservation or appropriation and, importantly, should honor and perpetuate 
the management framework and community relationships established and since 
developed within and around the Sawtooth National Recreation Area created in 1972 by 
the Congress of the United States through Public Law 92-400, to the extent that PL 92-
400 remain the dominant reservation throughout the SNRA; and,  
 

FURTHERMORE, that the Proclamation build upon the legislative intent and 
provisions of the Central Idaho Economic and Recreation Development Act (CIEDRA) 
to form a National Monument allowing for compatible uses, including recreations; and,  
 

FURTHERMORE, that the Secretaries of Interior and Agriculture--and any 
other involved government agency --initiate a public, open, accessible, inclusive and 
transparent process for development of a Management Plan for the new National 
Monument, as soon as possible and in no case later than three years after the 
Proclamation is issued; and  
 

FURTHERMORE, that the Proclamation declare that the U.S. Forest Service 
and the Bureau of Land Management shall manage the National Monument cooperatively 
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and soon establish, by some means, a unified management structure in order to achieve 
the best possible stewardship of its outstanding natural, ecological values and other 
attributes; and,  
 

FURTHERMORE, that it is the City of Ketchum's sincere hope that the 
Congress of the United States shall see fit to appropriate funding on an ongoing basis for 
both the SNRA and the Boulder White-Clouds National Monument adequate for the high 
quality stewardship most certainly warranted by these magnificent, well-loved, 
irreplaceable landscapes.

RESOLUTION NO. 14-013 
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ORDINANCE 1116 
 
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 6.04.090, KETCHUM MUNICIPAL CODE, 
ENTITLED EXOTIC WILDLIFE, TO PROHIBIT TRAVELING CIRCUSES; AND 
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that traveling circuses are detrimental to 
animal welfare due to the adverse effects of captivity and transport; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that due to severe confinement, lack of free 
exercise, and the restriction of natural behaviors, animals in circuses suffer, are prone to health, 
behavioral and psychological problems; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that the tricks that exotic and non-
domesticated animals are forced to perform require extreme physical coercion techniques, 
including the restriction of food, the use of elephant hooks (objects used to control and punish 
elephants), electric shocks, metal bars, whips, and other forms of physical abuse; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that the welfare of animals subject to the 
conditions in traveling circuses, such as constant travel, limited facilities, long periods of 
restriction of movement, stress, and physical coercion, will inevitably be compromised, which 
can lead to increased risks to public safety; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that animals in traveling circuses pose an 
additional risk to public safety because such animals have wild instincts and needs and have 
demonstrated unpredictability; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that the use of collapsible, temporary facilities 
in traveling circuses increases the risk of escaping exotic and non-domesticated animals seriously 
harming workers and the public; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that traveling circuses bring people 
dangerously close to exotic and non-domesticated animals by displaying animals in 
inappropriate, uncontrolled areas that are not suited for the exhibition of such animals; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that it is not possible to provide exotic and 
non-domesticated animals with facilities sufficient to maintain the optimum physical and mental 
health of the animals because of the suffering caused to the animals by the nature of circuses, in 
which restriction of movement, separation from natural groupings, restriction of food and water, 
and physical abuse are standard operating procedures; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that due to the mobile and transitory nature of 
traveling circuses, law enforcement authorities cannot properly monitor the conditions of the 
animals or follow up on previous infractions by traveling circuses; and 
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WHEREAS, the City of Ketchum has determined that restricting the use of exotic and non-
domesticated animals in circuses is the most cost-effective and efficient way to safeguard both 
animal welfare and public safety. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF 

THE CITY OF KETCHUM, IDAHO: 
 

 Section 1.  That the existing Title 6, Chapter 4, Subsection C is replaced with the 
following language and now reads as follows: 
 
No exhibitor may allow for the participation of an exotic or wild animal in a traveling animal act 
that includes elephants, tigers, lions, other big cats, bears, non-human primates, exotic reptiles, 
and large aquatic mammals. 
 
This restriction shall not apply to the use of an exotic or wild animal: 

i. In an exhibition at a non-mobile, permanent institution or facility; 
ii. As part of an outreach program for educational or conservation purposes by a non-             
profit organization, if the animal used for such purposes is not kept in a mobile housing 
facility for more than 12 hours a day; and 
iii. When a species has a successful history of non-violent domestication, such as camels, 
llamas and bison. 

 
Upon application and subject to the aforementioned restrictions, the Police Department may 
grant a special permit to allow the temporary presence of domesticated exotic species within city 
limits upon satisfactory assurance to the Ketchum Police Department that public safety would 
not be jeopardized and that the animals would be treated humanely. Consideration of restraints 
used for exotic animals shall require special attention. Restraints shall not cause pain or 
discomfort. Restrained animals shall continue to have general freedom of bodily movement. All 
tools and instruments of animal handling that resemble bullhooks shall be banned. 
 

Section 2.  This Ordinance shall be effective upon its adoption and publication.

1. The meeting was called to order by Council President Michael David at 5:30pm. 
 
2. Communications from Mayor and Councilors 
Councilor Anne Corrock hopes to go to the Association of Cities Annual Conference. Councilors suggested Mayor Nina 
Jonas might be interested in hosting a City of Ketchum booth at the conference. 
 
3. Communications from Council Liaisons: 
• Baird Gourlay – Sun Valley Economic Development: There are updates on the culinary institute, Olympic training 

and performance lab, Ketchum Innovation Center (KIC), etc.  
 
4. Proclamations: Kids to Park Day 
Council President Michael David read the proclamation proclaiming May 17 as the National Parks Trust Kids to Park 
Day. Ketchum encourages kids and families to get outdoors and visit America’s parks on May 17. 
 
AGREEMENTS AND CONTRACTS 
5. Approval of Wastewater Turbo Blower Installation Contract 
Blowers provide air to the aeration basins in the wastewater treatment process. Ketchum’s existing blowers are very old 
and not very energy efficient. Ketchum ordered three turbo blowers in 2012. This contract is to install the two larger 
aeration blowers. The lowest qualified bidder is Star Construction. Staff will install the smaller blower into the digester 
basin.  

Councilor Anne Corrock moved to approve the agreement for installation of the aeration basin turbo blower to 
Star Construction LLC for $94,614. Motion seconded by Councilor Jim Slanetz, and passed unanimously. 
 
6. 2014 BLM/Forest Service Annual Operating Plan and Cooperative Fire Agreement 
City Attorney Stephanie Bonney said Ketchum Fire Chief Mike Elle could not be present at tonight’s meeting. This is a 
yearly operating plan that sets forth the chain of command and reimbursement process with other agencies, including 
BLM and the Forest Service, in responding to fires, particularly wildland fires. 

Councilor Baird Gourlay moved to approve the 2014 BLM/Forest Service Annual Operating Plan and 
Cooperative Fire Agreement. Motion seconded by Councilor Jim Slanetz, and passed unanimously. 
 
COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE PUBLIC 
7. Presentation from Ketchum-Sun Valley Volunteer Association 
Ketchum Fire Captain Tom McLean introduced the Ketchum-Sun Valley Volunteer Association, a 501(c)(3) legally 
independent organization comprised of Ketchum and Sun Valley volunteer paid on-call firefighters. The organization is 
solely and exclusively for charitable purposes, including but not limited to, providing support to the communities of 
Ketchum and Sun Valley, Idaho and their emergency services. 5:46:49 PM The Ketchum-Sun Valley Volunteer 
Association is funded through community donations and the Ketchum-Sun Valley Firefighters Ball.  

Ketchum Squad Leader Brian Poster said the Volunteer Association paid for him to attend the annual Fire Department 
Instructor Conference in Indianapolis, along with 33,000 other firefighters from all over the country. Poster said it was a 
life-changing experience to be part of the firefighter brotherhood. They trained together in firefighting techniques and 
took leadership and management classes. Poster said it takes a community to provide emergency services, from young 
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people willing to spend the hours to get the training, to employers who are willing to let their volunteer on-call 
firefighter employees leave on a moment’s notice for emergency duty.  

Ketchum Engineer/Paramedic Keith Potter received a $2,000 scholarship from the Volunteer Association in 2003 to 
put toward his paramedic certification. Development funds sends firefighters to EMS Expo and Fire Department 
Instructor conferences, as well as the FDIC in Indianapolis to train alongside the best. 

Funds are also used to purchase extrication and backcountry equipment, a multi-seasonal response vehicle and 
emergency event support vehicle. 
 
8. Communications from the public for items not on the agenda 
• Phyllis Shafran suggested Fourth Street be one-way going west from June to September, to provide safer passage for 

bikes.  
Councilor David said the Traffic Authority would discuss this at their next meeting and report at the next Council 
meeting. 
• Gary Hoffman asked Ketchum to consider better signage to promote a more visitor-friendly atmosphere. He said 

welcome signs at gateways to Ketchum were small and blah. Hoffman said locals’ attitudes are just as important, and 
asked elected officials, media, non-profits, businessowners, churches and others to go the extra distance to actively 
promote friendliness and courtesy. 

Councilors Corrock and David agreed with Hoffman’s statement on welcome signs. 
• Greg Martin, member of the Wood River Bicycle Coalition, agreed with Shafran that Fourth Street is not currently 

bicycle safe. Some tourists come to Ketchum with little experience in how to bicycle on city streets. Some get scared 
and end up on the sidewalk, which is worse.  

• Olin Glenne, Sturtevants owner, said a comprehensive look at bike travel would be a good idea for Ketchum. 
 
9. Fly Sun Valley Alliance funding request 
6:16:38 PM Fly Sun Valley Alliance requested the second installment payment for their Contract for Services. Air service 
MRGS were very high last summer due to the Beaver Creek Fire. FSVA’s contract with the Air Service Board began in 
March, and they have received only one small payment so far. LOT funds will be used for non-MRG operational 
expenses. Council appropriated $50,000 to FSVA last fall for FY2014, but didn’t want to pay the full amount at that 
time. 

Councilor Baird Gourlay moved to recommend that the Mayor authorize the second installment of $25,000 that 
was allocated in November 2013 to Fly Sun Valley Alliance. Motion seconded by Councilor Jim Slanetz, and 
passed with three in favor and Councilor Anne Corrock abstained since the decision was made prior to her seat 
on the Council. 
 
10. Presentation of the Boulder-White Cloud Monument and consideration of resolution language 
6:25:04 PM Idaho Conservation League Central Idaho Associate Dani Mazzotta said the Idaho Conservation League is a 
leading advocate for designation of the Boulder-White Clouds as a National Monument. Mazzotta related the history of 
attempts to legislate protection of the Boulder-White Clouds, starting with attempts to make it a national park in 1970 to 
the most recent effort, the Central Idaho Economic Development and Recreation Act (CIEDRA), to protect the area as 
wilderness. CIEDRA has been introduced to Congress seven times and is still before Congress today.  

There are currently 108 very diverse national monuments, which are protected under the Antiquities Act. National 
monuments are managed by the National Park Service, U.S. Forest Service, BLM or Fish & Wildlife Service, or some 
combination. National monuments are legislated by Congress or by Presidential proclamation. Once designated a 
national monument, a long term management plan is prepared for the area. Idaho has two existing national monuments, 
The Craters of the Moon and Hagerman Fossil Beds. Idaho’s Organ Mountains - Desert Peaks may become a new 
national monument.  

A number of stakeholder meetings on the Boulder-White Clouds have taken place this last summer, resulting in a 
coalition of supporters—The Wilderness Society, The Nature Conservancy, ICL, sportsman’s groups, business groups, 
The Wood River Bike Coalition and The International Mountain Biking Association. Meetings have produced 
preliminary maps and a proposal to preserve wilderness characteristics and landscape while recognizing recreation and 
multiple uses. Blaine County passed a resolution in support, Custer County passed a resolution in opposition and Lemhi 
County passed a resolution addressing an overlap with the Idaho Roadless Rule. The US Department of Agriculture and 
Department of Interior will likely meet in the area this summer.  

National monument proposals include objects of interest as the reason(s) for the designation. Boulder-White Cloud 
stakeholders want to see long-term certainty and improved landscape local management protection, including 
compensation for grazing permits and compromises for motorized use in the area.  

ICL asked Ketchum to continue to support comprehensive preservation of the Boulder-White Clouds, recognizing the 
area’s importance to the Wood River Valley’s tourist-based economy, as well as its wildlife resources, clean water, and 
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unique backcountry recreational experience. The Boulder-White Clouds can and should complement the SNRA and 
Idaho Roadless Rule.  

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
• 6:44:00 PM Bruce Smith doesn’t support the ICL’s plan for national monument designation until they actually have a 

plan, and asked Ketchum to do the same. He thought the Boulder-White Clouds should have a comprehensive 
management plan, development concept plan and an environmental impact statement. Smith said the Antiquities Act 
was created to protect historic and scientific landmarks and structures. The Antiquities Act says parcels of land, in all 
cases, shall be confined to the smallest area compatible with proper care and management of the objects to be 
protected. 

• Mickey Garcia said Congress has had its chance for years to protect the Boulder-White Clouds and remains 
gridlocked. He encouraged Ketchum to support designation of the national monument, even without knowing the 
details and which bureaucracy would manage it. What matters is setting it aside.  

• Olin Glenne went to Washington, D.C. last fall as a member of the Idaho Outdoor Business Council to support the 
proclamation. He’s glad the Idaho Conservation League and Wood River Bike Coalition are working together, since 
cycling has a big future in the Wood River Valley. The area needs some conservation and management. He 
encouraged Ketchum to support the proclamation. 

Councilor Gourlay, an avid cyclist, is encouraged by the collaboration between the bike community and ICL. The area 
needs conservation, and also recreational access. Councilor Gourlay agreed that maps are incomplete and it would be 
good to know what’s going to be available for what purposes.  

Mazzotta said decisions about specific trails and roads would be made as part of the management planning process; and 
local organizations will be part of that process. The public process will go through National Environmental Policy Act 
(NEPA) and an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS), and all public comment is welcome at that time. Organizations 
realize they are all stronger if they unite with a common voice. ICL continues to form its position based on productive 
comments from both Blaine and Custer counties. ICL wants to take a proactive approach to guiding the proclamation. 

There are currently three separate management plans for the proposed Boulder-White Clouds area—the Sawtooth 
National Forest, the Salmon-Challis National Forest, and the Challis BLM Field Office—and no mandate to coordinate 
them. Supporters of national monument status are advocating for continued U.S. Forest Service management as lead 
manager with one plan for the entire area, but cooperative management which would allow continued hunting and 
fishing.  

Concerns consistently expressed are the expense of emergency medical services, maintenance of county roads, resource 
extraction, and perceived contradiction with Idaho Roadless Rule. 
 
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS 
11. 7:13:31 PM Ordinance 1116: Amending Title 6.04.090, Ketchum Municipal Code, as it relates to exotic 

animals  
City Attorney Stephanie Bonney removed the reference to rodeos at Council’s request.  

Councilors have received letters opposed to the ordinance, although not from anyone local.  

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
• Mickey Garcia felt the public should be able to see the opposition letters. He said this ordinance was bizarre and 

totally hypocritical. Blaine County and Ketchum were up to their eyeballs in dog and cat animal abuse, and there is an 
ongoing argument about rodeo animals. Garcia said animal rights was not Council’s job. 

• Brennan Rego said this really isn’t necessary since a circus hasn’t come to town in years. It’s not a problem that 
Ketchum needs to legislate its way out of. 

• Maya Burrell said people think exotic animal abuse is only when there is a bad circus or bad trainer. In fact, scientists 
say the entire industry of exotic animal circuses is abusive because these animals can only be “trained” by humans 
using methods that are abusive to them. People are ignorant of the real problem because they do not have access to 
the animal training, and it is difficult to get evidence of the abuse.  

• Burrell noted that the camel in the Wagon Days Parade is part of its family and is not totally restrained or abused. 
• The Sage School students who presented their case at the last Council meeting were unable to attend this meeting 

because they were presenting to the Hailey City Council, which has a circus permit before them. 
• Fiona Harris related that a Sun Valley Councilman told the students it was right and proper for them to stand up for 

what is right. He asked them to return to Sun Valley Council in 10 years as citizens and present their concerns at the 
time. 

Councilor Corrock said it was good to involve the students in the government process, but felt Ketchum’s current law is 
sufficient. She asked about stories of exotic animals that are in recovery. 
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• Burrell said there is a center in Thailand for elephants that have been rescued from unhealthy environments and 
cannot be returned to the wild. There is also a center in Kenya where baby elephants are reoriented to being wild and 
are then released into the wild. 

• Burrell said testimony under oath confirms that animals in circuses and other human environments are trained by 
taking baby animals away from their mothers and “tamed” into believing that human masters are more powerful than 
they are. 

Councilors suggested the opposition emails should be public record on the website. Councilor Gourlay said he’d googled 
all the email writers and been unable to find anyone who was real. City Attorney Bonney agreed that a letter she’d seen 
seemed like a form letter. 

Councilor Baird Gourlay moved to consider this the second reading of Ordinance 1116 amending Title 
6.04.090, Ketchum City Code, as it relates to exotic animals, and schedule a third reading and adoption on May 
19, 2014. Motion seconded by Councilor Jim Slanetz. In discussion, Councilor Anne Corrock asked that language 
referring to camels, bison, llamas, etc, be excluded and include “animals with a successful history of non-violent 
domestication”. Councilors agreed. Motion passed unanimously. 
 
12. COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE PRESS 
7:49:06 PM No comments from the Press at this time. 
 
13. CONSENT CALENDAR 
 a. Approval of minutes from the April 21, 2014 Council meeting 
 b. Recommendation to approve current bills and payroll summary 
7:49:31 PM Councilor Baird Gourlay moved to approve the Consent Calendar. Motion seconded by Councilor 
Jim Slanetz. In discussion, Councilor Anne Corrock questioned the engineering cost of S2O Design Engineering under 
Community Planning. Ketchum Parks and Recreation Director Jen Smith said $50,000 (100% donor money) was used to 
hire a NEPA review contractor. Motion carried unanimously. 
 
Councilor Baird Gourlay left the meeting at this time.
